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Bread Grocery Bag




BREAD GROCERY BAG: Red line indicates sew line.
MAKE YOUR HANDLES: Cut 2 strips of fabric 3" x 17".

1. With wrong side facing you fold in half long wise. Press.

2. Fold each raw edges towards the center press and press in place.
3. Fold back to the original fold and press, pin to secure.

4, Repeat for other handle.

Sew using a 1/8" seam allowance.

HANDLE PLACEMENT:

1. Measure from each side of your bag front and back with right side facing you 3", pin your
handle on place. Repeat for all handle ends.
2. Sew in place using a 1/8" seam allowance.
3. Repeat for other panel.

Cut from fabric 4 panels 2 for your front and bag of your bag and 2 for your lining 10" x 20".

If you want to reinforce with interfacing you may but it is not necessary. The thinner the easier
it is to fold for storage.

BAG FRONT AND BACK:

1. Face right sides together and sew long sides and across the bottom using a 3/8" seam
allowance.

Keep wrong side facing you.

2. Match and fold your side sew seams to your bottom sew seam.
Repeat for other side. Bottom has been made. Snip away the access fabric
Turn right side facing you.

/::! Snip away this section, be careful not to cut your sew
seam.

This line should measure 2 1/4" repeat for other side.:

LINING:

Make your lining the same as you did for the bag body excluding the handle placement.
Please allow a 2" opening at the bottom to turn the bag right side.



BAG COMPLETION:

. Slip your lining over the the bag body with right sides facing each other.

. Match your side seams and top of bag.

. Pin in place.

Sew with a 3/8" seam allowance.

Turn right side facing you.

. Close in your bag by folding under your raw edges inside the cavity of the bag and sew
clnsed using a 1/8" seam allowance.

7. Stuff inside bag and press your top edge.

8. Top stitch using a 3/8" seam allowance.
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Bag complete.
